	ADJOURNMENT OF MEETING FOR REPORTS FROM MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC AT 7.10
Cllr Roger Evans introduced Ms Jody Hawkes and Mr Steven Daniels and Ms Hawkes addressed the Council. She referenced planning applications 16/00547/FUL and 17/12509/FUL – Land to the West of Drynham Lane. This development has generated a high volume of traffic via Toucan Road to access the new development.  Toucan Road and this housing estate is entirely unsuitable for HGV’s causing significant congestion, risk to pedestrians including children, noise levels and parking problems. Mr Steven Daniels explained that a traffic and transport assessment concluded the application to be over capacity. The access to the development needs to be from the Leap Gate roundabout on West Ashton Road. Ms Hawkes accepted that while it is not possible to object to building the new homes, she would appreciate the Parish Council’s support by objecting to access via Toucan Road. Cllr Roger Evans explained that the matter will be discussed and that the Clerk will inform the attendees of their decision.
Ms Rachel Clow informed the Council of her proposal to submit a planning application for two holiday lodges on the site of an abandoned car park next to a former public house, The Kicking Donkey. She believes that she has addressed concerns over a previously objected application to do with the height and the lighting. Having sent the Council her landscape plan and building layout documents, Cllr Roger Evans thanked Ms Clow for attending the meeting and explained that the Council would be discussing the pre-application papers when the meeting is reconvened.
Unitary Councillor Horace Prickett informed the Parish Council that funding for a North Bradley relief 

Road had been withdrawn as it was not spent within the allotted time frame. There are now doubts over Persimmon’s development of Ashton Park due to the cost of the new road.
MATTERS ARISING
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Elm Grove development – Agenda Item 10
Toucan Road access – Agenda Item 8

Estimate for new bench for Recreation Ground – in September 2018 Cllr Mrs Lee Lee ordered a bench from NBB Recycled Furniture for £265 + VAT. Cllrs resolved for Clerk to order the same bench. 

Discussions about maintenance of ditch area taking place. Councillors resolved to defer any decision until new year and asked Cllr Russell Willsmer to advise on a course of action.
Relocation of pedestrian crossing. Agenda Item 13. Resident’s objections are being addressed through CATG.

20mph limit on Church Lane – Cllr Mrs Lee Lee will talk to correspondent about this.

Tractor on the Common has since been removed. 

Ongoing problems with street lighting being pursued by Cllr Bernard Clarkson. Cllrs agreed that delays in repair are causing danger for pedestrians with dark corners at night. Cllr Horace Prickett will pursue and if no success Councillors will take matter to a higher level of authority.

PC is now paying Clerk a nett amount and the income tax direct to HMRC.
DEVELOPMENT CONTROL – APPLICATIONS RECEIVED

20/09858/FUL First floor extension over existing single storey to create a master bedroom and en-suite bathroom at 1 Grays Leaze North Bradley BA14 0TJ Councillors resolved not to object.
20/10086/FUL Proposed erection of convenience food store and a drive through café/restaurant (with take away function), associated access, parking and landscaping at land east of Block C, WHBP. Councillors in principle objected to this but resolved to request a deadline extension for the sub-committee to have the opportunity to consider it. Post meeting note: Extension to 06.01.21 agreed by WC.

20/05792/FUL Clarkwood Nursery Little Common North Bradley to site a Poly Tunnel and Tree Planting – NB No objection WC Approve Conditions Decision 

20/08170/FUL 3 Woodmarsh North Bradley Remove existing garage and shed. Proposed new build utility room/WC and shed. NB No objection WC Approve with Conditions

TOUCAN ROAD  The Toucan Road residents had eloquently explained their concerns about the accessing of very narrow streets within the residential area by heavy construction traffic. It was their understanding that the new housing estates traffic would have its own access and would have no impact on the existing properties. Councillors agreed that the access to this development should be coming from the LEAP spur on West Ashton Road and there should have been a condition that the road be constructed before any houses were built. Councillors fully supported residents’ concerns and resolved that the Clerk write to the planning officers to fully endorsing residents' concerns.   
KICKING DONKEY Pre-application Single storey holiday accommodation at land on abandoned car park to former public house Kicking Donkey Brokerswood. While the official application has not yet been received, based on the planning documents submitted to the parish council, councillors resolved to support the application if the application meets the same criteria. They are pleased that a neglected piece of land will be improved.

ELM GROVE Following a meeting with the developers and Drynham Lane residents Councillors supported residents’ concerns to make the development more acceptable and resolved to report this back to the developers.
ASSET TRANSFERS Cllr Mrs Lee Lee reported that transfer documents had been received from the solicitors. Cllrs Mrs Lee Lee, Roger Evans and the Clerk had studied these and their comments had been fed back.   

RISK ASSESSMENT FOR LITTER PICKERS This will be displayed on the website and litter pickers will be made aware that, to be covered for insurance purposes, they will need to notify Cllr Mrs Lee Lee that they are undertaking a litter pick.  
RELOCATION OF PEDESTRIAN CROSSING – SOUTHWICK ROAD  Cllr Horace Prickett has met with school children parents who are in support of the relocation as they have concerns about the current position – the high wall and narrow pavement. There has been no official consultation yet and it is dependent upon the primary school producing a travel plan. If a travel plan is available, this would provide access to other funding sources associated with improving access to schools. Clerk to write to school for current travel plan and guidance on when it will be updated. Cllr Mrs Pam Kettlety reported that there had been much negative comment about the relocation and expense involved. Councillors agreed that it would be helpful if people could address the parish council direct with any concerns. They accepted that people have valid points as it is a lot of money to spend on the relocation. Cllr Horace Prickett responded that this new site would have sufficient space for a wider pavement for people with scooters, wheelchairs and buggies. A consultation will take place after the school produces an up-to-date travel plan.
EMAIL ISSUES Cllr Mrs Pam Kettlety warned Councillors that a computer virus had required her to delete her Contacts. The Virus had spread to other local councils. She advised Councillors to ignore any email message purporting to urgently contact her and to delete the message.

CORRESPONDENCE

Email 27.11.20 Trowbridge Town Council “Active Trowbridge” services to schools requesting a donation to support these services.  Councillors resolved to support their local school direct, looking after their own community. It would be helpful to know if there is a particular project that the Parish Council can assist with.

Email 01.12.20 Cllrs Mrs Gina Lunt  – Reported that the Police are speed checking motorists on Woodmarsh, Southwick Road and Westbury Road. Councillors resolved for Clerk to thank the Police for their assistance as Speedwatch volunteers are not carrying out checks until they feel that it is safe to do so.

Email 0.7.12.20 Trowbridge Community Engagement Manager – NALC encouraging Town and Parish Councils to complete a Climate Change survey. Cllr Roger Evans will complete and any other Councillors are welcome to do so. 
MAINTENANCE

Cllr Horace Prickett has made contact with WC Highways team about the unevenness of paving on Elm Close. WC has agreed to put that on the list to renovate. 

Site by river Biss next to pumping station – Paul Millard, Rights of Way officer has offered to provide a repair kit for a damaged stile. Cllr Bernard Clarkson sought approval for him to receive and deliver the kit to Mr Chris Awdry for him to repair the stile. Councillors approved.  
Churchlands – tree root pushing up the pavement. Parish Steward has cleared the moss and done all he can. Cllr Roger Evans appreciated his efforts. 

Cllr Mrs Viv Regler queried the replacing of the bin at the Southwick Road layby. Clerk to chase. 

Cllr Horace Prickett queried the delay on rebuilding of the traffic island at Yarnbrook and tidying of the bus shelter. Cllr Bernard Clarkson will put that on the list. 

Cllr Mrs Gina Lunt queried the amount of litter created at The Pavillions development. A recent bonfire there had required intervention from the fire brigade. Clerk to make WC enforcement team aware.   
Cllr Bernard Clarkson queried whether planning permission was required for the rent or for sale notice at The Pavillions. Cllr Horace Prickett advised that provision of a small temporary sign possibly had permission. Clerk to clarify.
