DEVELOPMENT CONTROL – APPLICATIONS RECEIVED

20/10086/FUL Erection of convenience food store and a drive through cafe/restaurant (with take away function), associated access, parking and landscaping at Land to the east of Block C, WHBP – Councillors resolved to strongly object to this for the following reasons:

There are existing fast food outlets at either end of the business park, no need for another one.

The building and tree felling would destroy the aspects of the business park, ruining the carefully planned landscape.

The ponds and trees are all mature and have helped to create a haven for wildlife. The proposed tree cutting would damage the natural habitats for much wildlife.
Municipal Mutual Insurance, the owners at the time of its creation, insisted on a high standard of landscaping in order to reflect the strong landscape of Wessex. Please protect this site and do not allow it to be destroyed.

There is a constant traffic jam on the A363 going through the business park. This is exacerbated by the fast food outlets. The road could not cope with additional traffic.  
20/10346/FUL Erection of two holiday ecolodges at Yew Tree House, Brokerswood – Councillors resolved to support this application for the following reasons: 

This carefully landscaped development would vastly improve what is currently a very unattractive and neglected site.

The development of holiday lodges at Brokerswood were approved a few years ago demonstrating a need for holiday accommodation in this attractive countryside. 

DEVELOPMENT CONTROL - DECISIONS MADE BY WILTSHIRE COUNCIL

BURIAL GROUND – MEETING WITH TROWBRIDGE TOWN COUNCIL – Cllr Russell Willsmer summarised the online meeting between representatives from North Bradley Parish and Trowbridge Town Councils on 10 December. He said that it was a constructive meeting and that TTC supported the parish council in its wish to develop part of H2.2 as a burial ground extension to the existing site which has limited space. Burial in the traditional way would be problematic due to the limitations caused by ditches restricting burials within ten metres. A natural burial ground would provide a long-term solution. Councillors are also agreed on retaining the building for either shelter or storage of equipment. Clerk Lance Allan suggested that the town council might be willing to lease the land back to the parish council for a peppercorn rent and that this might satisfy residents who wish their remains to be buried in their village. Parish Councillors agreed that no decisions could be made about the H2.2 planning applications until there is a master plan for the whole site and they are aware that archaeological digs are proposed for the eastern site. Councillors are also asking for the boundary to be redrawn to return existing properties back to North Bradley village. 

Cllr Mrs Lee Lee queried whether the Little Common footpath would need diverting. Cllr Bernard Clarkson confirmed that this would be required stating that the unofficial path is already being used more.  
ASSET TRANSFERS Cllr Mrs Lee Lee reported that the solicitor had responded to councillors’ queries.  There remain two elements that need to be double checked: 
The solicitor cannot be certain that JMH Developments Limited, Barton on Sea, registered as active at Barton on Sea is the same Company that entered into the Conveyance in 1983 but the Deed of Covenant will be sent to that registered office address. 
Cllr Mrs Lee Lee queried the inclusion of the doctors’ surgery, Bratton within the Register of Title (Charges Register Page 5 C 11.1.6e). The Clerk will query this with the solicitor.

Clerk to ask Julian Sandoe what the likely cost would be to provide an accurate value at the time of transfer.  
CORRESPONDENCE  
Email 7 December from the Environment Agency and other related emails.  Councillors discussed the consultation that the agency is carrying out regarding the altering of emissions at the Northacre incinerator. Councillors agreed for Cllr Mrs Pam Kettlety to draft a response and share it with councillors before completing the survey on the council’s behalf. 
WC Email 16 December – Briefing Note Housing Land Supply Update – Cllrs Roger Evans and Horace Prickett will be representing the parish council at the next meeting of WALPO to produce a joint response to the Wiltshire Council’s forthcoming Local Plan Review consultation scheduled for January and February when the latest housing site allocations will be presented.

WC Email 18 December – Briefing Note Management of Council Business and Publicity during the pre-election period. Contents noted.
Westbury Town Council Email  16 December -  Potential traffic management measures for Westbury. The town council felt that Wiltshire Council’s scoping document for discussion did not address all of the issues facing Westbury. This will affect the surrounding villages and the town council is therefore suggesting a collaborative approach. Cllr Roger Evans will attend an on-line meeting 21 January at 2pm as the PC representative with Cllr Horace Prickett attending as the Southwick unitary councillor.

Councillors approved the purchase of a new bin to go on Southwick Road lay-by. Idverde will also make the concrete base slightly bigger to allow the bin to be placed further back. 

MAINTENANCE

Cllr Bernard Clarkson reported the following:

Further clearing of moss will be carried out at Churchlands.

St Nicholas Close has been cleared of overgrowth. 

No progress on street lighting faults in Westbury Road. Cllr Horace Prickett has chased this and was told that it was not installed properly. WC are chasing it. 
Pot holes on Ireland Lane – Cllr Horace Prickett explained that while this is scheduled for resurfacing in 2022/23, it will not be done until the new building works are carried out at the end of the lane as HGVs will cause further damage. Scalpings are being used as a temporary repair measure.

Rubbish build up at Southwick Road lay-by. Cllr Horace Prickett will report on the MyWiltshire system.

Road degradation of central reservation on Yarnbrook roundabout. Cllr Horace Prickett will chase this up.
