	UPDATE ON REVIEW OF NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
LL updated councillors on a recent meeting with Trowbridge Town Council (TTC) who have approached the steering group about the possibility of a joint review. It seems that town councillors may be looking to refuse North Bradley having any of the Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) unless they can make a financial contribution towards any projects. TTC would benefit from the enhanced to 25% in the event of a joint review. LL confirmed that the steering group’s priority is to retain the landscape buffer zone on H2.2 site which still needs a master plan before going to consultation. FM remains convinced that the original boundary does not need to be redesignated. Councillors resolved to:

· ask consultant to quote the legislation that requires the consent of TTC to retain the original boundary. 
· inform TTC that at the PC meeting, councillors resolved to review how to progress the plan and will not be looking to develop a joint plan for the time being.
