	ADJOURNMENT OF MEETING FOR MEMBERS OF PUBLIC 19:32
Mr Bradley Evans addressed the council about his interest in the councillor vacancy. He has lived in the village for two and a half years and appreciates its community feel. He would like to contribute to the village in some way and would therefore like to be considered for the co-option vacancy. He is keen to get involved and is particularly interested in the Neighbourhood Plan review. RE thanked him for coming to the meeting. 

HP reported that the D1 bus timetables are being rescheduled to be at more regular times. Effective from 3rd April 23. 

RE updated councillors about the March LHFIG meeting. Woodmarsh traffic calming funding bid is now top of the list for priority but awaiting WC cabinet substantive bid decision. The LHFIG committee also discussed traffic calming on Westbury Road following  a request made by a resident. Councillors confirmed support for this to be progressed. Clerk to inform LHFIG. 

NC reported no current speedwatch activity.  

RE gave information on data that he had received from Trowbridge Area Board. Out of the 2450 drivers exceeding the limit, 1216 were identified in North Bradley. He confirmed that what speedwatch volunteers do, definitely makes a difference.

	UPDATE ON REVIEW OF NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
LL proposed the recommendation to the council.

That North Bradley Parish Council gives consent to progressing a review of the North Bradley Neighbourhood Plan jointly with Trowbridge Town Council to include all of the area of the current North Bradley Neighbourhood Plan, including those areas now within the boundary of Trowbridge Civil Parish, such that it becomes a joint North Bradley, Drynham Lane and Ashton Park West Neighbourhood Plan. That North Bradley Parish Council takes the lead in producing the neighbourhood plan and Trowbridge Town Council supports an application by North Bradley Parish Council for the designation of the proposed neighbourhood area following a framework agreement to define matters including:

· Terms of reference and expenditure.

· Standing Orders for the Steering Group led by North Bradley Parish Council, including membership of one member nominated by Trowbridge Town Council.

· Protocols for the preparation and consultation of the draft plan led by North Bradley Parish Council and any approval procedures.

· A Statement of Intent to define fair and equitable distribution of Community Infrastructure Levy funds received by Trowbridge Town Council from development within the plan area to be spent in North Bradley Parish Council according to Local Infrastructure Priorities defined in adopted neighbourhood plan Policy 6, or as redefined in the neighbourhood plan.

LL reminded councillors that Trowbridge Town Council (TTC) is no longer requesting that North Bradley PC match fund financial contributions. One TTC member will be nominated to be on the Steering Group only having a say on the town council land. The next step is to meet with the TTC member and progress with a framework agreement. RE seconded the proposal. Councillors resolved to accept the recommendation subject to an agreement to the terms of reference. 

LL will contact Langley Burrell PC who is undergoing a joint review with Chippenham Town Council to see if they can offer information on the process.
