Wiltshire Council Planning Peer Review – RE and HP will be attending review at County Hall 23 May.
Email from Westbury Road Yarnbrook resident – reference severe flooding issues caused by adjacent fields causing damp problems. Councillors noted that this is not the parish council’s responsibility. Clerk instructed to write to drainage team at Wiltshire Council for their comments. 

Email 27 April from LL about rotary washing line in garden of 27 Southwick Road on The Common. Councillors resolved for LL to visit the house holder explaining the need for protection of The Common. House holder to request permission from PC. 
Email 12 May from David Feather – Trowbridge Town football club planning to install floodlights on the ground. A Trowbridge Town councillor advised that the application has not been submitted to WC yet. He will advise clerk when any submitted application is discussed by Trowbridge TC . 

Email 2 May – Beat the Streets Trowbridge 2023 – requesting sessions to sign up residents to the programme. Clerk instructed to advise Hayley Bell that the PC does not have any facility or wifi access for this. Could the PC ask residents to sign up in Trowbridge or Southwick. 	HORSES AND ROAD SIGNAGE IN NORTH BRAADLEY and LHFIG REPORT UPDATE
RE reported on the following LHFIG items: 

Woodmarsh Traffic Calming – at the last meeting the bid was rejected. Councillors resolved to continue with the bid with the possibility of a CIL contribution in the future. £9K continues to be ringfenced. 

Speed restrictions on Phillips Way and Westbury Road. Jamie Mundy will carry out a feasibility assessment. 

Yellow lines on Churchlands – legal costs to investigate this would be £3K. If there are other requests this cost could be shared. Matter to be discussed at next LHFIG meeting. 

Horses warning signage in North Bradley  - this request was submitted too late to be discussed at meeting. Matter deferred to next LHFIG meeting.

GL asked about speed restrictions on Church Lane. WC state that an up-to-date school travel plan is required for any grant funding eligibility. RW will enquire with school governors.
