	ADJOURNMENT OF MEETING FOR MEMBERS OF PUBLIC 19:31 
Mr Lance Allan clarified the TTC’s position of sharing the additional 10% CIL funding should the areas transferred to the town be incorporated into a reviewed Neighbourhood Plan. The town council wishes to share the additional allocation to fund projects within North Bradley. There have been discussions about traffic calming on Woodmarsh and the relocation of the pedestrian crossing on Southwick Road. Inflation has caused estimates for the work to significantly increase. TTC is offering to match fund on a £1 for £1 basis any contribution from NBPC towards projects subject to TTC approval on a project by project basis. Developers are not due to pay anything until work starts on the sites.  TTC councillors were asked on a number to occasions to reconsider their position and were not keen. Some were even reluctant to accept the existing arrangement. Lance Allan reminded councillors that CIL from other developments could be used to match fund. RE reminded members of the current consultation which includes a choice of direction, include current area for a joint review or reduce area to new parish council boundary. He thanked Lance Allan for attending and remarked on the positive relationship that he had with the PC. Lance added that TTC fully supports TTFC’s current planning application.
Mr Andy Meaden spoke in support of agenda item 6: PL/2023/10581 Proposed Installation of eight floodlights and building of two dugouts for managers and coaches at TTFC. The club cannot get promoted because the site does not have the appropriate accreditation and facilities. Discussions have taken place with WC’s ecologist and secondary hedging west of existing hedgerow is being planted to create a dark corridor for bats. Explanatory letters have been delivered to residents in Woodmarsh and Boundary Walk. Following concern from GL about horse riders, Mr Meaden will post a sign for drivers exiting the site requesting that drivers look right and left for horses. Mr Meaden also pointed out that Trowbridge is the only county town without floodlights at their club. He said these new additions would provide something that the football club and the town can be proud of.  
Unitary councillor HP had nothing to report.

CORRESPONDENCE

Mrs Alison Crangle, Tree Warden – email 30 January. Mrs Crangle is expecting to receive 15 saplings in March, 5 of each crab apple, hazel and rowan.  She asked for ideas about where they could be planted. Councillors agreed that the best place would be at the balancing pond to replace the saplings that have died. Councillors asked NC to pass on their thanks to Mrs Crangle for successfully obtaining some saplings and organising a very successful tree planting event for some primary school pupils to take part in.    
Wiltshire & Swindon Local Resilience Forum email 29 January – discussed as part of FLOODING agenda item.
GL email 1 February – request for signage to go on website about change in legislation - speed when passing horse riders. Agreed to put on website. 
FLOODING – To consider and Flood Plan and a Flood Working Group

RE reminded councillors that, while he was the nominated flood warden it was only recently that there had been more issues with flooding and asked if it was time to consider having a dedicated working group to deal with flooding issues in the parish. While there had been no significant emergencies it would be best to be prepared. HP reminded members of the flooding on Westbury Road in Yarnbrook and a blockage in the river near the A350 which is impeding water flow. 
Action:

1. As some of this blockage is in West Ashton, HP will report the blockage to West Ashton PC.
2. GL and HP to meet with landowner about blockage in the river.

3. Future consideration to hold a meeting with affected residents and landowners. 

RE also reminded councillors of a recent email from WC highlighting community resilience and the need for a predefined designated building for the community to gather and help each other during and after an emergency. GL volunteered to be the point of contact. Clerk to write to ask Peace Memorial Hall, the Progressive Hall, the Baptist Church, the Baptist Chapel and St Nicholas Church to ask if they might be able to provide a community hub.  
RW praised Wessex Water for all their work to resolve flooding issues on Woodmarsh including repairing a storm drain. Clerk will write to Wessex Water to thank them. 
NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN UPDATE

LL reported that the consultation event went very well but there is no way of knowing which way the residents will decide regarding the boundary. There was confusion around where any online responses were being sent. Clerk to clarify with the planning consultants. The consultation closes on 24 February when the steering group will look at the responses and meet with the planning consultants to consider the next steps.
