ADJOURNMENT OF MEETING FOR MEMBERS OF PUBLIC and for the Annual Parish meeting 19:31 
Mr Bernard Clarkson spoke of his concerns about agenda item 6, a new notification of the determination of PL/2021/09739 54 Woodmarsh, outline planning permission. His objection to the development is that the new sewer connection should not be made until the flooding into Little Common is stopped. Many attempts of cleaning have not helped. With prolonged heavy rain the drain opposite The Barn discharges into the ditch which cannot get past Kings Farm. The Parish Steward has dug a gully to get the flood off the road. Mr Clarkson told the PC that the accompanying report stated that flooding in that area was not considered to be a risk while Wessex Water admit that Woodmarsh regularly floods. Properties have had to have non return valves installed which demonstrates that flooding is taking place.

Email 19/02/24 from Grist Environmental reminder Parish Council that they can offer a full waste management solution. Email circulated and contents noted. 

Email 19/02/24 – Community First – are looking for two new trustees. Email circulated and contents noted. 

Email 20/02/24 WC notifying PC of the Local Nature Recovery Strategy for Wiltshire and inviting participants to a workshop to identify priorities and measures for nature recovery. Mrs Alison Crangle, the PC’s Tree Warden has advised that she will be attending a workshop. 

Email 22/02 to HP – Jemma Foster, Planning Officer to explain that deadline has been extended for planning application Land North of Southwick Road to 21 May to allow applicant to assess the consultation responses before possibly providing amended plans. 

Email 22/02/24 from 54 Woodmarsh consultant advising that the applicant’s widow continuing with the development, following the sad and unexpected death of the applicant, Shane Marshall. The consultant also confirmed that he will be acting for resident at 52 Woodmarsh with a planning application submission.   

Email 23/02/24 From Renate Malton, Flood Resilience Officer – confirmed receipt of information about properties flooding in NB but stated that one homeowner was displaced. She is asking PC to notify her of any other properties flooding.
Email 23/02/24  from a Church Lane resident submitting a form to request a lowered kerb. Clerk has notified respondent that this LHFIG submission has already been agreed and WC is currently awaiting schedule from contractor. 
EMERGENCY CONTCACT HUB SCHEME UPDATE/FLOODING UPDATE
HP explained the flooding issues for residents at 42 Westbury Road, the installation of a pipe and extension to garden at no 43 and resident at 41 has reduced the length of her garden but overgrowth is blocking the flow of the stream. WC have stated that they have no responsibility for water flow in private residences. Clerk instructed to write to Wessex Water outlining the flooding issues. HP will draft a letter. RW updated PC on tree blockage at brook at A350. He has spoken to the landowner and the blockage has been removed. RE suggested that a meeting with residents might be necessary.
RE reminded councillors of meeting at Baptist church on Wednesday 6th March at 2.30 to assess its suitability as a community hub in the event of an emergency. Three councillors will be attending.
NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN UPDATE

LL reported that the Steering Group is awaiting the results of the questionnaire and the Call for Sites expressions of interest. A meeting is planned for 18th March to discuss the next steps.
