She spoke of her concerns about the increasing traffic on Westbury Road and the number of elderly folk, mothers and tots who regularly use the Baptist Church. The new houses due to be built will increase the footfall. The church is asking for a pedestrian crossing between Church Lane and the Rising Sun mini roundabout. Councillors expressed concern about the suggested positioning of the pedestrian crossing. HP commented on the increased HGV traffic as a result of the travel restrictions in Bath. RE explained the potential costs and the next steps. 
HP Unitary Wiltshire Councillor reported that Wiltshire Council officers have been permitted to continue to work from home.

Having been circulated previously, the minutes of the meeting held on Monday 8 April were then approved and signed as a true record of the meeting. 

MATTERS ARISING 

7.2   Application to Register Land as Town/Village Green – Planning meeting decision postponed.
9     Emergency Contact Hub - WhatsApp group has been created. Awaiting WC to produce a poster to publicise the hub. Clerk to chase.
10.1  The resurfacing of The Rank and Axe and Cleaver Lane necessary following a sewer leak was carried out by Wessex Water 17 and 18 April. Residents are happy with the resurfacing.

10.3 Amendment to boundary for Scotland/Ireland - Clerk has submitted Parish Council’s comments on WC proposals. At meeting 8 May the Committee resolved to confirm its recommendation to unify the settlement within North Bradley, and it will now be taken forward to Full Council on 21 May 2024.

10.4  Replacement bin for Woodmarsh – Has been ordered. Will be fixed in place by Parish Steward

10.5  Automatic number plate recognition speed camera – police do not support and would not process any data. 

DEVELOPMENT CONTROL – APPLICATIONS RECEIVED 

PL/2024/04184 - Removal of existing conservatory and construct new single storey extension with pitched tiled roof at 32 Orchard Way, North Bradley. Councillors resolved to have no objection.
DEVELOPMENT CONTROL – DECISIONS MADE 

PL/2024/00399 1 Hawkeridge Road, Yarnbrook Ground and first floor extensions – NB No objection; WC Approve with Conditions

PL/2024/02000 Land rear of 32 Woodmarsh, North Bradley Application for Certificate of lawfulness for existing use as a commercial yard. WC Approve

PL/2024/0257 8 Ireland, North Bradley Extension on two floors – NB No objection; WC Approve with conditions.

Appeal against application PL/2023/10654 Outline consent for the consent of 4No. dwellings with all matters reserved apart from access on land adjacent to A350, West Ashton Road, Yarnbrook, Trowbridge. Deadline 12 June. To be discussed at June meeting.

CORRESPONDENCE

Email 15 April – Neighbourhood Policing Team County Parish Forum on 17 April. NC attended and reported that the time was spent on the various teams giving a short introduction and explaining their current priorities.

Email 18 April from David Vigar detailing WC schedule of Highways works for 24-25. Works include surfacing of Hawkeridge Road, Yarnbrook, surface dressing of Woodmarsh/Westbury Road loop and carriageway repairs at Ireland.  

Email 12 May  Mrs Emma Riley regarding bridleway in North Bradley where Axe and Cleaver Lane meets Breach Lane. Mrs Riley expressed concern about the condition of the lane – tractors creating trenches making the lane dangerous for walkers and horses. She asks that farmers /landowners restore the lane by rolling out the damage. Clerk to write to Wiltshire Council and Southwick Parish Council.

Email 13 May – Sally Canter, WC Building Control and Planning Services – Invitation to first Planning Service stakeholder meeting on 25 June – review of WC’s planning service. LL and GL will be attending.
LHFIG submission from North Bradley Baptist Church requesting support for a pedestrian crossing on Westbury Road. Councillors resolved to support the application, but all are aware that there will be financial implications.  

NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN UPDATE

LL fedback information from the last Steering Group meeting when the joint Statement of Intent and Terms of Reference were approved by all. LL recommended that the documents be approved at full council. NBPC supported the approval.  Full council approves the North Bradley, Drynham Lane and Ashton Park West Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group Terms of Reference and the Statement of Intent. LL attended Locality’s Neighbourhood Planning Design Coding Guidance webinar on 1 May. She outlined that a Design document could improve the design quality in a neighbourhood and could be considered as part of the process on reaching Regulation 14. FM commented that this may be useful for councils that have a specific additional design requirement. To be discussed at next Steering Group meeting.  

PARISH MAINTENANCE     

LL reported a Winchester Close parishioner’s concern that WC is only cutting grass verge backing on to 1 Winchester Close and not the whole verge which is very overgrown and messy. HP advised that is policy to only cut the verge back to a depth of one metre. Clerk to photograph the verge and check with WC.
