WC Refused as the proposal had not been demonstrated to be of reasonable necessity and the new building was not designed for agricultural purposes.
CORRESPONDENCE

Email 1 June from a Mead Court resident concerned about the height of a neighbour’s hedge. Following much discussion Clerk was instructed to reply to the correspondent. Acting as an intermediary with residents relating to hedges or trees is not a role for the parish council and their management of is not within the parish council’s remit.  The correspondent needs to go through the owner of the land. Councillors noted too that it is advisable for any hedge or tree work to be carried out over the winter months when they are dormant. This also avoids the peak season for nesting birds, which is from the beginning of March to the end of August.
NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN UPDATE

LL feedback that a Steering Group meeting is due to take place on 20 June at Trowbridge Civic Hall to consider the consultants’ assessment of the Review and Monitoring report. 
The Clerk reported that Locality have reopened the grant funding applications for this year. Councillors resolved to put forward a revised fee proposal from the consultants, removing quotes previously invoiced.
